By popular demand, we are bringing back our PETER 
PAN trilogy this summer.  Large marionettes and beautiful 
shadow puppets tell the story of the boy who would not 

grow up.  Our shows are 
based on the original play 
and book by J. M. Barrie, 
with music by Nancy Smith.  
Each show can be enjoyed as 
a single episode but it’s more 
fun to see all three!

June 4.  PETER PAN & THE

follows from June 14-July 2.

FIELD TRIPS WELCOME WEEKDAYS 
 

The Great Arizona Puppet Theater is a fantastic place for a 
field trip.  There are seven different shows between May 
and August with something for every taste and age group.  
Child care groups of 25 or more qualify for our low school 
rate of $4 per person.  Add a tour for only $2 per child.  
Tours include a backstage peek at how the show is 
performed, a guided tour of the Tatterman Marionette 
Exhibit, and puppet making so each child can take home 
their very own hand puppet.  We recommend that school 
age groups sign up for the 2 pm show Wednesdays through 
Fridays when the little ones are napping.  Groups must 
make a reservation to qualify for group rates.  Call 602-

TATTERMAN MARIONETTES ON DISPLAY 

 
The Tatterman Marionettes played coast to coast in the 
1920’s and 1930’s.  Their 1937 tour de force, Ibsen’s 
PEER GYNT, required 50 puppets with eight operators on 
a 24 foot double bridge marionette stage, often teaming 
with local symphony orchestras for the Greig music.  We 
are delighted to host the largest exhibition of their puppets 
in 50 years.  The 100 puppets on display are part of the 
Alan Cook International Puppet Collection.  The 
Tatterman Marionettes will be on display at Great

Take the I-10 to 7th Avenue, in central Phoenix.  At the top of the exit turn South.  Follow to the 1st 
light, and turn left onto Roosevelt.  Follow Roosevelt to the light at 3rd Avenue.  Turn left onto 3rd 
Avenue and go two blocks to Latham.  Turn left onto Latham Street and park in the lot behind the 
theater.  The theater entrance faces 3rd Avenue.
